Scheme of Work for Spanish

Year 6 Spring Term: Festivals in Spain, opinions and reasons, countries, languages and nationalities, holiday destinations
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	About this unit: Pupils will learn about two different famous Spanish festivals and give opinions with reasons about them. They will learn the names for different countries and languages in Spanish and understand that a country and language name can be different in a different language. They will also encounter the irregular verb ir when talking about holiday destinations.

	Pupils know that Spanish nouns are either masculine or feminine and the impact this has on adjectives. Pupils will revisit key phonic sounds encountered in Y3-5. They will recycle the vocabulary for places in the town learned in the previous term. Pupils will also revisit points of the compass for the location of the festivals.

(What students should know)
· How to describe the city of Pamplona (e.g. amenities)
· The history of the San Fermín and La Tomatina festivals
· How to debate the issues surrounding animal rights (bullfighting) and how to discuss this in English
· How to give opinions on the fiestas in Spanish (e.g. pienso que la Fiesta de San Fermín es muy cruel y peligroso.)
· Revisit key phonemes: a e i o u qu

Disciplinary knowledge:
· Know that syntax can differ from one language to another e.g. position of adjectives and nouns
· Know that nouns can have a gender in other languages

	Curricular links:

	They have encountered some common prepositions in Year 5 and earlier in Year 6 and will now use these in the new context of describing countries and areas they visit. They have encountered verb conjugation in Y5 with verbs such as tocar. They will now apply their knowledge of regular verbs to the irregular verb ir. They have previously encountered adjectival agreement when describing songs in Y5 and will now apply this to nationalities.
	Substantive knowledge:
(What students should know.)
· The names of countries in Spanish 
· The names of languages and nationalities in Spanish and how these link to the name of the country itself
· Feminine forms of nationalities
· Holiday destinations (including names of countries, cities and areas e.g. coast, mountain, city) and the preposition a e.g. voy a España
· Revisit key phonemes: ñ, v, h

Disciplinary knowledge:
· Know that words can carry more than one meaning e.g. español = language, adjective and nationality (masculine)
· Know that verbs can have irregular forms
