Scheme of Work for Spanish

Year 5 Spring Term: Using a Spanish-English dictionary, sports, opinions, expressions of frequency
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	About this unit:
Pupils reinforce their knowledge of opinions in the new contexts of sport. They improve their dictionary skills and also learn how to use an online dictionary. They encounter the verbs jugar and practicar and use these to talk and write about a range of sports. They revisit expressions of frequency from last term’s learning and use them to talk about how often they do sport. They will learn to use the imperative form of the verb to create their own dance or exercise routine. They extend their knowledge of how Easter is celebrated in Spanish-speaking countries.

They will also recycle the expressions of frequency from last term’s unit and use these to say how often they do sport. From Year 4, pupils know that Spanish nouns have a gender. They will revisit and reinforce their dictionary skills.
