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	About this unit: 
Pupils will learn how to describe what they can see in a picture or painting using shapes, colours, parts of the face and parts of the body. They will apply adjectival agreement when describing .They will make Easter cards, writing a message in Spanish. They will learn more about how Easter is celebrated in Spain.

	In Year 3, pupils encountered the colours in Spanish and the concepts of gender of nouns and adjectival agreement and position. They met the construction hay when counting animals in the spring term of Year 3. They are familiar with es from the autumn term of Year 4.

· The names of shapes in Spanish and the gender of these nouns.
· Colours in Spanish and other adjectives which can be used to describe shapes
· That Spanish adjectives must agree with the gender of the noun they describe.
· That most Spanish adjectives come after the noun they describe but that those which describe size come before the noun.
· Prepositions used to describe the position of an object
· How to form a sentence or sentences to describe a picture using the key constructions hay, es, tiene

	Pupils are familiar with the concept of gender of nouns. They know that most Spanish adjectives follow the noun they describe and that those which describe size are an exception to this rule.  Last half term, they encountered the vocabulary required to describe a picture including prepositions. From Year 3, they will know that the Spanish have different Easter customs and traditions. They have encountered vocabulary relating to Easter.
