Scheme of Work for Spanish

Year 3 Spring Term: Classroom instructions, animals, colours, listening to and joining in with stories and songs, Easter in Spain and other Spanish-speaking countries
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	About this unit:
Year 3 pupils learn to respond to basic classroom instructions given in Spanish. They reinforce their knowledge of Spanish phonics and apply these when joining in with stories and songs. They reinforce their knowledge of the numbers 1-12 and use them to count. They also learn some nouns (animals). They reinforce their knowledge of colours and use these to gain awareness of adjectival agreement and position. They revisit the verb forms 'tengo- I have', ‘es - it is' and the negative forms of these. They encounter the construction hay
